        Vocational Rehabilitation Services – Homeless Veterans Supported Employment
        This program serves veterans housed in VA-sponsored homeless housing programs (Grant & Per Diem, HUD/VASH, Residential Rehabilitation Treatment Program, etc).  In addition, veterans enrolled in the Veterans Justice Outreach (VJO) program or that might be receiving homeless services/treatment from the Community Resource and Referral Center (CRRC) may be eligible.  Veterans in this program are assigned to a Vocational Rehabilitation Specialist who can dedicate a significant amount of one-on-one time in the pursuit of employment (even if the veteran prefers only a few hours per week) and in supporting the worker after the hire.  Supports can include counseling, expedition of VA care, liaison with employers, problem-solving, and general vocational assistance.  Support to veteran would end 90 days from the start of employment or upon the veteran’s discharge from  GPD, HUD/VASH, VJO, RRTP, or CRRC.
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
